Thundering Iguazú Falls 

Iguazú translates to “Big Water” 
in the indigenous Guaraní 
language, but even that generous 
description of the falls is a gross 
understatement. Iguazú Falls is 
a force to be reckoned with, a 
monstrous cascade that thunders 
down with such frightening power 
and intensity that it seems to be 
alive. Even the most gushing 
superlatives fail to capture its 
dramatic beauty, especially at 
the ungodly Devil’s Throat, the 
largest cascade.  

INDONESIA
